Continue short distance, follow 
the purple & white Quail Creek signs until you reach Quail 
Crossing Blvd. Turn left & enter the resort subdivision.

Once you enter the development on Quail Crossing Blvd, check 
in with the gate & proceed 1 mile. Turn left into Madera Club-
house parking lot. Park to the far right. Look for ASG signs.
